Finishing Instructions for Molds

· The molds take approximately 2 weeks to dry completely, they will always be very delicate; handle them with care. 

· Should you wish to store them away for safe keeping, wrap them in tissue paper / paper towels (anything without dyes in them) and place them in a zip lock bag

· Finishing your molds with some sort of paint / sealant is a good idea. The mold as it is currently (without any finishing) is susceptible to taking on oils from your hands and other dust particles, when handling the mold, you should wear latex gloves.

· Finishing: 

· you may use any good quality acrylic paint (watered down approx 30%) any colour that you like is fine. 

· You may also use spray paint or any colour clear varnish

· Use airbrushing or any soft bristle brush 

· Hanging: if you plan on hanging your mold or displaying your mold (hands and / or feet) it may be best to put it in some sort of frame or shadow box first. When attaching the mold to a frame / shadow box, make sure the mold is completely dry (after finishing) and attach the mold the frame with silicon using a caulking gun (clear silicon is best)

· Hint: Shadow boxes can be purchased at IKEA or Michael’s at a fairly decent price.

· If attaching with silicon – put silicon right onto the plaster, it sticks best to plaster but will also stick to a painted surface
